Exhibition on ”Defence Against Terrorism”

The Conference of National Armaments Directors (CNAD) is the senior NATO body responsible for promoting co-operation in research, development, production and procurement of armaments, equipment and technology among the NATO nations.

As such, the CNAD is comprised of the senior defence acquisition executives from all NATO countries. Twice a year the CNAD meets to discuss investment in military capabilities.

It is intended to build on the success of the technology and hardware exhibitions held in Spring and Fall 2004 by hosting a third exhibition, related to Defence Against Terrorism. The objective this time is to exhibit specific technologies or equipment able to help protect a wide range of aircraft, from large body commercial airliners to tactical helicopters, from ground-based terrorist threats, in particular Man Portable Air Defence Systems (MANPADS) and Rocket Propelled Grenades (RPGs).

This exhibition will be held at NATO Headquarters, Brussels, on April 27-28. It will, once again, give the representatives of a select group of NATO industry and research establishments the opportunity to speak with the acquisition decision-makers and senior officers of NATO nations. Furthermore, because it will be held at NATO Headquarters, the exhibit will draw the attention of the senior military and diplomatic officials located in Brussels.

The available space in the Headquarters is limited and therefore the organisers will have to be highly selective.  They will strive for a mix of technologies and hardware to be shown – giving priority to those that are highly interactive in nature.  They will be looking for both large and small companies to be represented, from as many of the 26 member nations as possible.
