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1. According to Bulgarian authorities the situation has not changed considerably since the 
last report of 20 July 05. 

1.1 Continuous and heavy rains have been falling since the beginning of July. As a 
result the rivers Iantra, Kamchia, Russenski Lom and their subsidiary streams sharply 
increased their level and overflowed their riverbeds. After the June’s heavy floods, once 
again the devastating water force caused damage to residential and public buildings and 
infrastructure – roads, streets, railways, gutters, drainage systems and bridges. 

1.2 30 municipalities suffered the most severe damage: 

- Flooding of 6.238 residential and public buildings; 
- Total destruction of 176 residential buildings; 
- 196 residential buildings were rendered unfit for living; 
- Destruction of 21 bridges; 
- Damage to 23 bridge constructions; 
- Damage to 15 water-supply pipes; 
- Activation of 48 landslides; 
- Collapse of 34 support walls; 
- Damage to 16 gutters; 
- Damage to 16 pump stations; 
- Breaches in 4 dam walls; 
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- Breaches in 99 dikes. 

1.3 Approximately 10.000 people are still in need of assistance. Many animals have 
drowned as a result of the flooding and the precarious circumstances prevented their 
timely burying. In order to prevent epidemics, disinfecting substances are urgently needed. 
There is a heightened risk of epidemics due to impaired water supply and deterioration of 
drinking water. 

1.4 According to UN-OCHA has the Bulgarian State Civil Protection Agency distributed 
13 tents, 990 blankets, 200 portable beds, 560 mattresses, 1.000 items of table ware and 
400 sets of clothes and shoes among the families most heavily affected by the disaster.  

1.5 Weather forecast for today predict predominantly sunny weather. Showers are 
expected in the mountains, western and northeastern Bulgaria. Maximum day 
temperatures will be 27-32 0C.
