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1. Update on the Situation in Albania

1.1. A state of emergency still remains in effect in 7 of 12 prefectures. The weather
forecast still calls for generally cloudy skies with possible rain or showers in local areas.

2. National Response

2.1. There is no change from yesterday’s report with personnel resources committed to

disaster assistance. Generally, the use of the major road network has been restored and
efforts continue with re-establishing local roads. Clearing of debris and earth accumulation
as well as bridge repairs are progressing well.

3. Outstanding requirements for assistance

3.1. Food: Rice, oil, sugar, pasta and canned meat;

3.2. Blankets, beds and mattresses;
3.3. High-pressure cleaners;
3.4. Fans and portable dryers; and

3.5. Mesh for the strengthening of hillsides exposed to rain to prevent land and rock
slides.
