Expansion: In October 2003, the UN Security Council authorized the expansion of the NATO mission beyond Kabul. In
October 2004, Stage 1 of the expansion to the North was completed with Stage 2 in the West following in September 2005.
Stage 3 of the expansion to include the South was completed on 31 July 2006 and Stage 4 to include the East occurred on
5% October 2006, at which stage the geographic expansion phase was completed.
