KSF final fire fighting exercise and graduation ceremony.

Today on Friday the 28 of January 2011, KSF final firefighting exercise took place at
KFOR HQ fire station. The exercise started at 10:00 hrs and was followed by the
graduation ceremony. The event was attended by Brigadier General Enrico Spagnol
from KFOR, Brigadier General IMRI ILAZI from KSF and Colonel SKENDER HOXA,

the commander of KSF Civilian Protection Regiment.

Within the framework of monitoring and advising KSF, KFOR has organized this
training course in order to foster the capabilities of KSF. Elements as fire fighting are
one of the most important ones for the build up of the entire KSF so that they can
successfully manage to face future challenges. This exercise marked the end of the

The second one is for
car accidents, search and rescue. All the candidates belong to the Civilian Protection

Regiment located in Pomazatin.

This exercise was an occasion for the KSF elements to demonstrate their readiness
and professionalism whenever they are put into the examination. Indeed, as a crisis
respond force, KSF elements are sparing no effort to be at the height of the mission

that they entrusted to them.
