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As l announced this norning l am sending you 
the following cOl.ments of the Federal German Authori ties 
on the Memorandum of the Standing Group SGM-448-61 of 
17 Aueust 61: 

1. My authorities have already ugreed within the 11111tary 
Comnittee in Per~anent Session to the Memorandum now 
Bubmitted to the Secretary General through the 
Standing Group. 

2. The request by CINCENT that 6. fishter-l)orlber sauadron 
be made available to the ACE ~ob1le forces has beau 
met by the Federal f.1inistry of Defonce. 

3. It 1a not possible for the time being to withdraw the 
assigned reinforced paratroop battalion trom 1ts EDP 
tasks and to organize a new paratroop battalion to 
replace 1t. 

4. The German authorlt1ee maintain their reservation that 
any employment of the German conponent outside the 
SKAGEN-ALPS ares would need aereement by the Federal 
Government. The Federal Government therefore agree 
to an arrangement under which ACE Dobile forces .hall 
be e!!1ployed by SACEUR ol;ly atter approval by the NATO 
Counoil.
