AIR FORCE. 

Raising of combat-ready rate of aircraft and crews. 

The question of raising the combat-ready rate of 

aircraft poses difficult problems, as it involves calling 

up again disbanded personnèl,now employed elsewhere. This 

problem is kept under constant review by the Danish 

government. 

The combat-ready rate of crews will pro l January 

1962 have reached 100% with a pilot rate of 1.35 compared 

to the Danish U/E, which is 16. 

Procurement of thirteen (13) additional F-loo aircraft. 

Due to lack of personnel the Air Force will not 

be able to utilise properly such addit10nal aireraft.

As stated previously the Danish stock of mines 1s 

deemed sufficient to cover present plans. SACEUR's wish 

for clarification is probably due to knowledge of the 

tact that about 600 mines are of an older type.
