(1) received a briefing from the Militâiy Commit tee Representative on 

the military situation in and around Poland; 

(2) heard reports from: 

(i) the German Representative on a conversation between his 
Ambassador in Warsaw and the Polish Foreign Minister on 
l7th April o~ th~ meeti~g that clay of the Mixed Commission and 
on the next meeting betwee~ Jaruzelski and A=chbishop Glemp, and 

(ii) the United Kingdom Representative on a conversation 
between his Ambassador in Warsaw and Archbishop Glemp 
the previous week; 

(3) was informed by the German Representative that his Embassy in 
Warsaw was currently dealing with visa applications from 65 
members of Solidarity; 

(4) noted that the Belgian Embassy in Warsaw had received 30 visa 
applications, 6 of these from internees; 

(5) was informed by the Canadian Representative that as of 8th April, 
Western Missions in Warsaw had received 1,114 contacts, 873 
of which had resulted in visa applications; 584 of the latter 
had come from former detainees and 162 from present detainees; 

(6) had a further exchange of views on the opportuneness of issuing 
a joint Allied statement on the subject of Polish detainees; 

(7) heard comments by several representatives on the text of a possible 
statement circulated by the United Kingdom Representative on 
8th April and on the amendments proposed by the United States 
Representative in his let ter of 15th April; 

(8) requested delegations to seek instructions on the various 
proposed amendments, on the suggestion that reference might be 
made to this subject in the Luxembourg Ministerial Communiqué 
and on the suggestion that the International Secretariat circulate 
a bracketted text for consideration in the event that the issuing 
of a joint statement was later agreed to be desirable. 
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
