OF the four alternatives discussed for
Georgi a and Abkhazia - an ethno-federation , an
et hno-confederation, the status of a freely associated state
for Abkhazia or independence for Abkhazia - the choice of an
et hno-federation nmay be seen as preferable. It seems to offer
better opportunities for designing institutional guarantees of
ethnically neutral state policies and for the energence of
nmoderate political |eadership at all |evels of governnent.
